Your letter should answer the following questions: 1) Why is Women’s 
and Gender Studies a significant element of your undergraduate or graduate education at 
EWU?   2) In what ways do you envision yourself using your Women’s and Gender Studies 
education in the future?  Be sure that your letter is detailed enough to answer the questions 
above and to explain your commitment to Women’s and Gender Studies and your education. 

 
You may also include in your letter one or both of the following: 1] references to papers or 
research projects you have completed on topics related to gender, women, or women’s issues;  
2] community involvement with women’s issues. 

 
2] Three letters of recommendation, at least two from faculty members 
 
3] A copy of your transcripts.
